ISPSO Research Inventory Project
In October 2009 a new activity for members of ISPSO was announced, the Research Inventory Project.  We wish to make an overview of all research that has been done by ISPSO members in the (recent) past ánd the research undertaken at this moment. This project has been approved by the Board and a liaison is in place with Ernest Frugé and Martin Ringer to make sure it will be co-ordinated into the Literature Sharing design, as well as it having a separate page on the website.

This Research Inventory Project is to make an inventory of research done by ISPSO members, both finished and "work in progress". This will be accessible in more than one way. Firstly, there will be a separate Webpage that gives an overview of very recent research and research underway at the moment. Secondly all finished masters and doctoral theses can become part of the future On-line Literature Sharing service.

Many ISPSO  members have worked on doctorates in the last years, some as full time Ph D students and others beside their daily work. Some have held a presentation at one of our symposia, some have published articles and some have turned their dissertation or thesis into a published book. However, not everyone has done this and therefore a lot of the work is not known as well as it should/could be and is unavailable to the larger membership. 
Also, after the first call for contributions went out, it became clear there were ispso members doing research that was not related to an academic degree.

Thanks to colleagues' contributions the questionnaire for the ISPSO Research Inventory Project has been developed further. It now has 3 categories:

1. is for those who have finished a Doctoral Dissertation or Masters degree thesis
2. is for those with "work in progress", still working on it for an academic degree
3. is for ispso members who are doing non-academic research, i.e. not for an academic degree

The aims of the Research Inventory Project are 
- to have a better overview of research that has been done 
- to make it available to the membership
- to have a better overview of "work in progress", who is doing what in which country and which part of the world
- to promote the ISPSO body of knowledge
- to stimulate new research being undertaken
- to support those working on by providing peer support.

New research? Perhaps readers of the overview are struck by a subject they find important and interesting but is missing on the list. That might stimulate them to undertake action on that subject and bring light to an apparent "blind spot".

Peer support? Colleagues undertaking research in the field of psychoanalysis and organisations often find specific difficulties on their way. For example if psychoanalytic theory is not well known at their university, or if the research they are doing is more qualitative than quantitive. Some find it difficult to get the subject approved, or the methodology, or to get enough or suitable academics on their examinatory committee etc. We will make online discussion between “workers in progress” possible thru a separate email listing.


Overview of research? We believe that this will help establish more firmly our field of knowledge, which started more than 25 years ago and has made great progress since.

Invitation: All ISPSO members who have finished or are still working on research within the field of psychoanalytic or psychodynamic thinking and organisations are invited to contribute to this new page of the webpage. We hope to have the first results available soon as a pilot project.

But almost everywhere there is an official committee who examines the finished dissertation, whether this committee is made up after the work has finished or whether it has been involved in the process of the research itself. Sometimes the supervisor of the research work is a different person from the Chair, and in some countries this is the same person.  What we are asking for is the official Chairperson of the Examinatory Committee, under whose authority the degree has been awarded. 

NB. If it is important not to disclose too much about the subject matter or the organisations being researched, use discretion and give a general description of the subject. Any embargos on the contents can be made clear also.
