
 

 

CALL FOR PAPERS 

This is a call for papers for the Symposium component of the ISPSO 2011 Annual Meeting.  

The Symposium takes place June 17
th
 ï 19

th
 2011. 

The Symposium will have paper presentations in 4 formats. 

1. Plenary papers (addressed to the full Symposium membership). There will be 3 plenary 

sessions throughout the Symposium two of which are invited and one of which will be selected 

from submissions in response to this call. 

2. Panel sessions, where papers will be grouped (2 or 3) according to themes emergent from this 

call OR where panel proposals of up to three speakers are accepted. Panel sessions will occur 

in 3 or 4 parallel streams and will include time for discussion of the papers. A discussant will be 

assigned to each panel to provide a brief rejoinder and begin the discussion with symposium 

members present. 

3. Parallel sessions of individual papers. Parallel sessions of papers will occur in 5 or 6 parallel 

streams and will include time for discussion of the papers. 

4. A Poster session for presenters to post summaries of their work and be available for discussion. 

This call is for papers in four alternative formats. 

1. Full papers for consideration as a plenary paper or as part of a panel session or parallel 

session. Full papers should be able to be presented within 40 minutes.  

2. Panel session proposals. These proposals should be for 2 speakers (approx. 40 mins. each) or 

3 speakers (approx. 25 mins. each) on related topics. Proposals should be either in the form of 

providing full panel session papers (with references) OR should be paper abstracts of 3 pages 

long with references (full papers are preferred for consideration). The proposers should indicate 

a title for the panel and their agreement to work together.  

3. Paper abstracts for consideration as part of a panel session or parallel session. Abstracts 

should be 3 pages long (approximately 900 words), together with references. Papers should be 

able to be presented within 40 minutes. 

4. Poster proposals. These should present the idea for a poster in 400 words, together with 

references. Posters should comprise words and images in concise and imaginative ways.
